Journal Requirements

The journal is an opportunity to explore how psychological concepts relate to your own life in addition to analyzing the society in which you live.  It should be an analysis of readings, personal events, interactions and observations.  Journaling in this manner should help you to grow in self-awareness.  

The greatest things you learn in life are those things you learn about yourself!
Requirements

· Separate notebook (1 subject or journal)

· All entries must be dated and numbered

· Journals related to key terms require a definition of your own words and an example of how the term relates to your own life experiences

· Journals in response to an article should include the name of the article and a reaction to a specific aspect of the reading. Summaries do not count as a reaction!
· There is no set length for an entry.  Respond thoughtfully in a concise manner.
